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Clarification of Chin National Front Regarding Allegations of “Myanmar Group” 

Attempting to Assassinate the Wife of India’s President 
 
The Chin National Front is shocked and dismayed to have come across the Times of 
India’s news article of December 3, 1999 with a title “Myanmar group threatens 
President’s Wife,” which accused the Chin National Front of attempting to assassinate 
India’s First Lady Mrs. Usha Narayanan. 
 
This accusation had first surfaced in September of 1997 among India’s intelligence 
circles. Taking the matter seriously, the Chin National Front gave full clarification about 
the accusation to concerned intelligence officials explaining that the allegations were 
staged and unfounded. The allegations contained in the Times of India’s December 3, 
1999 issue drew its source from fabricated news that Indian intelligence officials had 
already come across in 1997 and thus have no foundation whatsoever. Regretfully, the 
news article is completely wrong about the allegations. 
 
There are no members of the Chin National Front who are in jails in Mizoram, nor are 
there any Thangzo and Sangitali within the CNF membership, as the Times of India 
reported. Neither has the Chin National Front ever attempted to meet or communicate 
with the President’s wife.  
 
The Chin National Front sees this whole episode of accusations as a well calculated and 
premeditated attempt by General Khin Nyunt and his Burmese intelligence apparatus to 
create discord between the Chin National Front and the Indian intelligence. The Chin 
National Front is an organization that is fighting hand in hand with other ethnic 
nationalities against the illegitimate military regime of Burma in order to restore the 
fundamental and democratic rights of the Chin people. 
 
The Chin National Front will never engage itself with activities that will harm the public 
order, law and order and security of India, a country that honors democracy. On the 
contrary, the Chin National Front is committed to maintaining a warm and friendly 
relationship with both the Central and State Governments. 
 
It is conceivable that in the future the Burmese military intelligence will continue to 
manipulate the situation by fabricating this kind of news. But it is imperative that due 
discretion be exercised when assessing the credibility of such allegations.  
 
The Chin National Front, therefore, respectfully urges both concerned government 
officials and such respectable news agency as The Times of India to not play tunes to the 
ears of the illegitimate Burmese military regime by not duly assessing the credibility of 
such news sources.
